A spokesman for the group said: "We welcome the return of a local 

administration and hope that this will lead to greater 

transparency and openness in determining what direction 



Government will take when deciding the best means of investing 

in Northern Ireland's sporting infrastructure. 

 

The Minister-designate has gone on record in recent days 

stating his willingness to look at alternatives and has spoken in 

the past of his frustration at the lack of publicly available 

information concerning the entire Stadium decision-making 

process. The challenge now for the new Minister is to ensure 

that all of the previously with-held and unattainable information 

relating to this issue is released to the public. 

 

We will continue to work pro-actively on the National Stadium 

issue and the issue of investment in the local game in order to 

ensure that football in Northern Ireland gets a fair deal and we 

invite the Irish FA and other members of the 'footballing family' 

to join us in doing so".
